· We decided what qualities a good idea would have.

· We chose the idea that embodied those qualities.

· We tested each idea to see what would happen if we used it.

· We decided on one best idea to use to solve the problem.




	4.  Make a plan to do the work.

· We listed all the tasks that needed to be done.

· We decided on the best order for those tasks.

· We divided up the tasks equally in our group.

· We set a time limit for each task.

· We know when the group needs to be finished working on the solution to the problem.
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
