Antioch New England Institute (ANEI) and RCAP Solutions announce the availability of $29,000 in small grants to help implement pilot recycling and waste reduction grants in Sullivan County, New Hampshire.  ANEI and RCAP Solutions have received two separate federal grants from the U.S. Department of Agriculture and U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, respectively, to help residents develop and implement a recycling-based, integrated solid waste management program for Sullivan County, New Hampshire.  ANEI is the nonprofit, community consulting arm of Antioch New England Graduate School based in Keene, NH.   RCAP Solutions is a non-profit nonprofit community development organization providing direct services and community consultation throughout the northeastern United States.
ANEI and RCAP Solutions will provide small grants to local non-profit organizations, municipalities, and schools to help implement innovative pilot recycling and waste reduction programs to field test their feasibility and applicability to the region.  Program areas that will be considered for funding include:  composting, recycling, toxic and special waste reduction and management, school education and recycling, waste reduction and reuse, construction and demolition debris recycling and reuse.   

Funding eligibility is limited to non-profit organizations (501.c.3), local government, schools, and other governmental bodies.  The maximum amount of funding for any one grant can not exceed $5,000.  Proposals will be selected based upon their innovation, practicality, cost-effectiveness, and the degree to which they address critical needs within the region.  Grant applications must be submitted and postmarked by February 28, 2006.
